Many, many thanks to our Executive
Officer, Sarah Knox, for her tireless
effort and incredibly hard work (her
patience, perseverance, and attention
to detail is truly remarkable) and to Paul
Murphy (our attorney) for bringing this
project to fruition.

One of the most instructive aspects of this cumbersome IRS
submission process was that it provided an opportunity to
think about our mission, our purpose and to review how we
as an organization are doing in carrying out our aims. In the
IRS application we stated that

scientific purposes within North America: (1) to

encourage the development of research on

psychotherapy; (2) to foster the communication,

understanding and appropriate utilization of

research findings; (3) to enhance the scientific and

social value of psychotherapy research; and (4) to

contribute, through research, to enhancing the
effectiveness of psychotherapie

Currently, the primary ways that we implement these aims is
by organizing psychotherapy research conferences
(nationally as well as regionally) and by expanding our
membership. NASPR conferences are regarded very



positively and our regional meetings initiated by Jeff Hayes were a huge success. Our

membership numbers have been on a very positive trajectory for the last few years

(bouncing off of a low of 282 in 2004) and will almost certainly exceed 500 this year.
