Hello, NASPRers,
I was speaking with some colleagues the other day, bemoaning the increasingly frequent difficulty of recruiting participants for research projects. Out of this bemoaning emerged what seems like a nifty idea: We have created a venue on the NASPR website for folks to post information about projects for which they are recruiting participants (see the Research Tab on the NASPR website). All such postings must have already secured IRB or similar institutional approval, must be psychotherapy-related, and will be viewed via the tab on the website. Thus, NASPR members would not be swamped with emails about projects (other than this introductory email!), but instead would simply need to go to that tab to view postings. 
We have tried to make it as easy as possible for post-ers and viewers: We ask researchers to complete some basic information (using the template attached here and also made available on the NASPR website), send that to me, and I will have the study posted on the NASPR website. Researchers must ensure that interested potential participants reply directly to the post-er (i.e., the PI), not to me or the NASPR site; we will leave postings up for three months. 
We now launch a pilot of this effort to see how things go, and certainly welcome comments and feedback.
